Monday, May 23 - Day 1 - DEPART USA - Today, we
depart Reno to connect with our transatlantic overnight
flight to Munich aboard a wide-bodied jet. We enjoy in-
flight movies, dinner and breakfast aloft.

Tuesday, May 24 - Day 2- MUNICH —This morning we
arrive in Munich. We are met by our Tour Manager and
motor coach. We enjoy a sightseeing city tour with Mass in
Munich. We see the Glockenspiel at Marienplatz, the
Michaelskirche and the Residence Palace. The remainder of
the day we are free to explore on our own before dinner and
overnight at our hotel.

Wednesday, May 25 - Day 3 -MUNICH - This morning
our tour takes us to the University, St. Paul's Church and
passes the German Museum, the 'Frauenkirche,' the Obelisk,
Theatiner Church, Feldherrnhalle, English Gardens,
Schwabing Artists’ Colony, Buergerbrau Kellar, and
concludes with a visit to Nymphenburg Palace. This
afternoon, for those who wish, we will take a tour at the
somber Dachau, one of the infamous concentration camps of
World War II. We celebrate Mass at the Catholic Church in
Dachau established by the Carmelite Nuns. Dinner and
overnight at the hotel.

Thursday, May 26 - Day 4 — MUNICH/ALTOTTING/
MUNICH - Today we travel to the delightful little village
of Altotting, once the favorite of dukes and princes, nested
in the spectacular Bavarian countryside. We visit the
Bavarian Pilgrimage Center, home to Our Lady of Altotting
and the amazing Black Madonna. It stands with Lourdes,
Fatima and Einsiendein as one of the famous Marian
Shrines. We celebrate Mass here before continuing on to
visit the Eucharistic Miracle of Erding and Ottobeuren Abby
before returning to Munich for dinner and overnight.
Friday, May 27 - Day 5 - MUNICH/
OBERAMMERGAU - We depart early this morning and
make our way to the Pilgrimage Church of Wies where we
celebrate Mass before continuing on to Oberammergau mid-
morning. We arrive in the famous Passion Play village
where we transfer to our accommodations. Following lunch
on our own we may visit the Oberammergau Museum or
simply walk among the many craft shops. We then head off
to the Theatre. In the middle of the Thirty Years War, after
months of suffering and dying as a result of the plague, the
people of Oberammergau vowed to perform "The play of
the passion, death and rising of our Lord Jesus Christ" every
ten years. At Whitsun 1634 they kept their promise for the
first time, on a stage which they had set up in the cemetery,
over the graves of those who had died of the plague. In 2022
Oberammergau will, for the 42ndt time, be putting on the
play that has been carried on over the centuries in a unique
continuity. The play shows the story of Christ's Passion,
beginning with the entry into Jerusalem and ending with the
resurrection. The structure of the play is living pictures from
the Old Testament and acted scenes from the New
Testament. The Play employs a large choir and orchestra.
Our performance runs 2:30 to 5:00 PM and after a 3-hour
dinner break it concludes 8:00 to 10:30 PM. After our
included dinner we return to view the conclusion of the
play. Overnight in Oberammergau.

Saturday, May 28 - Day 6 - OBERAMMERGAU/
SALZBURG - This morning we visit the famous
Neuschwanstein Castle located just 45 minutes outside of

Oberammergau. The Castle that inspired Walt Disney for
Disneyland’s iconic castle. Built by the shy King Ludwig II in
order to withdraw from public life. Now this famous castle
welcomes nearly 6,000 visitors each day. From here we visit
Linderhof Palace the smallest of the three palaces built by King
Ludwig IT (AKA Mad King Ludwig) and the only one which he
lived to see completed. We continue on to Salzburg, the ancient
seat of the Archbishop, and the location for the Sound of Music
for dinner at our hotel and Overnight.

Sunday, May 29 - Day 7 — SALZBURG - Salzburg is said to
be the geographical center of Europe. The town, lying on both
sides of the Salzach River and encircled by the awesome Alps, is
a delight to its visitors. Following Mass in the Dom (cathedral)
our sightseeing includes a visit to Hohensalzburg Fortress
Castle. We see old town with its ancient, gingerbread
ornamented houses, “the narrow street,” the Residenz, whose
melodic glockenspiel carillon chime three times daily as in the
days of the prince-archbishop. We see the Festival Hall and
charming St. Peter’s churchyard. In the “City of Mozart,” we
also visit the birthplace of the great composer. This afternoon,
heavenly sights enthrall us again as we motor through one of
Europe’s most eye-appealing areas the Salzkammergut,
photogenic backdrop for the film “Sound of Music.” We see
storybook, old world villages; mountains rising from crystal
clear lakes; fire forests merging with green slopes and meadows
dotted with wildflowers. Dinner and overnight at our hotel.
Monday, May 30 - Day 8 - SALZBURG/MELK/VIENNA -
This morning, we motor northeast to Melk where we visit the
towering, architecturally superb, baroque Abbey of Melk. We
celebrate Mass here and if possible, join the monks of Melk for
their sung noon service. We continue with our scenic drive to
Vienna where the afternoon is free to explore on your own.
Perhaps take in the Beethoven Museum or gaze at the amazing
works of art by Gustav Klimt. Tonight, we enjoy a typical
Heuigen Dinner before our overnight stay at our hotel.
Tuesday, May 31 - Day 9 — VIENNA — This morning,
following Mass, we drive to the Hofburg, and see the 17™
century Capuchin Church containing the Imperial Vaults. We
also visit the Schonbrunn Castle with its vast French Park. The
afternoon, we enjoy an excursion to the historic Vienna Woods,
driving past Liechtenstein Castle with a visit to the ancient
Heiligenkreuz Cistercian abbey and pass by Mayerling, the
former Imperial Hunting Lodge. On our return to Vienna for
dinner and overnight, we pass the famous Spa of Baden. Dinner
and overnight at our hotel. Evening, optional concert (not
included in price).

Wednesday, June 1 - Day 10 — USA — This morning, we
transfer to the airport for our return flight home arriving later
today with memories to last for a lifetime!

Passport MUST be valid until December 1, 2022
or later. Citizens of countries other than U.S. - please contact the consulate of the country or
countries being visited to determine visa requirements.

AIR TRANSPORTATION: International flight reservations are being held on United
Airlines, Austria Airlines & Lufthansa. No stopovers are permitted. Any changes after ticket
is issued, carries a mandatory charge of $200. Once the tickets are issued, they are NON-
TRANSFERABLE AND NON-REFUNDABLE. Any requests to change a ticket once
issued will incur a reissue fee of $200 plus any fare differential will apply. Cancellation of
air seat within 90 days of departure will incur a $200 penalty.

DOMESTIC AIRFARE: For those who make domestic air arrangements to the originating
city of this tour, your tour host and Unitours strongly recommend the purchase of tickets that
can be changed without heavy fees and penalties as international flight schedules are always
subject to change.
